Philosophy

The visual and performing arts have been a part of human expression since the beginning of
time. From images painted and scratched on cave walls through contemporary times, the
arts have been used in all cultures and civilizations to communicate ideas, customs, rituals,
traditions, and beliefs. Through the visual and performing arts, images become a part of
human language. The visual and performing art experience must assist students in
understanding the creativity of others as well as their own by emphasizing the creative
process and the product.

Experience with and knowledge of the arts is a vital part of a complete education. Beginning
at the kindergarten level, students develop their personal artistic style and vision. Students
are encouraged to view arts as an integral part of their daily existence as they experience
and apply newly acquired skills and knowledge.

Each grade level receives experiences designed to introduce and develop an understanding
of the visual arts elements and principles through an art studio experience. Visual art
experiences may include the following: drawing, painting, clay work, multimedia, and
dimensional designs. Performing art experiences may include the following: dance
performances, singing, creating play, writing scripts, and song writing. These experiences
vary in degrees of emphasis depending upon grade level. Students are encouraged to
develop and use the language of the arts to perceive and understand the presented concepts
in hopes of increasing their ability to value, appreciate, and understand the arts as they relate
to the self and others.

PROGRAMS

Chorus:

All second, third, fifth, and sixth grade students are eligible to participate in chorus.
Rehearsals are held during the school day. Fourth grade chorus is a select group of
students. Interested students are required to audition individually. Rehearsals are held
during the school day.

Second Grade After-School Performing Arts Program:

In the hopes of creating more aesthetic awareness in our K-2 students, the music department
offers an after school music education program that will expose the students in grade two to
the performing arts. Activities include dance, creative movement, storytelling with song and
instruments, and playing the recorder. This program is ideal for students who may not be
comfortable performing on stage but might like to explore their creative talents.

Music Show:

All fourth grade students are invited to participate in the music show. Rehearsals are held
after school. Participants are expected to attend all scheduled rehearsals for this program.
This program enables students who are musically gifted to perform and utilize their talents.
The culminating activity will be a live performance by the students for the school community.
The experience of performing helps students expand their self-confidence, self-image, and
enjoyment of performing within a group.

Traveling Choir:

In grade six, all students have the opportunity to audition for a select choral ensemble called
the “B Naturals”. The B Naturals are a traveling choir offered to those students who enjoy
singing, enabling them to participate and perform in an appropriate manner and achieve a
higher academic standing. This group of talented performers has an extended rehearsal
schedule. The B Naturals perform all over the State of New Jersey and Pennsylvania.
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Band:

All fourth through sixth grade students are invited to join the instrumental music program.
The school district offers approximately one-half hour lesson per week. Each lesson is a
homogeneously grouped lesson. Students are encouraged to participate in order to further
their own abilities with each particular instrument. The Stafford Township School District
works closely with the Southern Regional School District to ensure the students have a
steady learning environment that offers the opportunity for growth beyond grade six.

Marching Band:

The Intermediate Marching Iguanas are a continuation of the instrumental music program.
Enrollment is offered as an opportunity to develop individual and group skills, as well as self-
respect, pride, citizenship, and aesthetic values. The Marching Iguanas practice throughout
the school year after school. They perform at local area events.

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Science

Communicate ways that humans protect habitats and/or improve conditions for the
growth of the plants and animals that live there, or ways that humans might harm
habitats.

Analyze and evaluate evidence in the form of data tables and photographs to
categorize and relate solar system objects (e.g., planets, dwarf planets, moons,
asteroids, and comets).

Compare and contrast the major physical characteristics (including size and scale) of
solar system objects using evidence in the form of data tables and photographs.
Describe Earth materials using appropriate terms, such as hard, soft, dry, wet, heavy,
and light.

Create a model to represent how soil is formed.

Categorize unknown samples as either rocks or minerals.

Predict the types of ecosystems that unknown soil samples could support based on
soil properties.

Locate areas that are being created (deposition) and destroyed (erosion) using maps
and satellite images.
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World Language

All students will be able to use a world language in addition to English to engage in
meaningful conversations, understand and interpret the spoken and written language,
and present information, concepts, and ideas while gaining an understanding of the
perspectives of other cultures. They will make connections with other content areas,
compare the language and culture studied with their own, and participate in home and
global communities.
